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State Officials Vote to Adopt Kentucky Electrical Code without Amendments
Board of Housing, Buildings and Construction Approves Inclusion of Child Safety Requirement 

FRANKFORT, Ky., May 28, 2008 — The Board of Housing, Buildings and Construction voted unanimously to adopt the 2008 National Electrical Code® (NEC) with its tamper-resistant outlet requirement included, making a great stride in child electrical safety.  
Before deciding to accept the NEC without amendments at its May 22 meeting, the Board heard testimony both favoring and opposing Code adoption and reviewed submitted documentation. The Board’s recommendation advances to the Legislative Review Committee, to verify that NEC adoption doesn’t conflict with other state laws. Code enforcement is scheduled to begin Aug. 14. 
The 2008 NEC makes several new electrical safety provisions, including Section 406.11, stating that all 125-volt 15- and 20-ampere electrical outlets (receptacles) in new residential construction must be tamper-resistant. This provides Kentucky children with the most reliable means of protection against electrical injuries. According to U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission data, approximately 2,400 children suffer electrical injuries each year—about seven children every day—from inserting metal objects into electrical outlets. 
Tamper-resistant receptacles have built-in shutter systems that prevent foreign objects from touching electrically live components when they’re inserted into the slots, but plugs can be inserted and removed just as with standard receptacles. Unlike plastic outlet caps, which can be removed or forgotten, tamper-resistant receptacles offer automatic, continuous and permanent protection against electrical burns. 
While tamper-resistant receptacles have been required in hospital pediatric wards for more than 20 years, they’re just starting to be used in homes. 

“Having the Board of Housing, Buildings and Construction vote to adopt the NEC without amendments marks a tremendous advancement for the electrical industry, for home safety, and especially for families,” said Jeff Fecteau, Midwest field representative for the National Electrical Manufacturers Association (NEMA). “With tamper-resistant receptacles, residents can drastically reduce the number of children visiting emergency rooms for treatment of electrical burns, and they can enjoy safer homes at an affordable cost for compliance.” 
NEMA estimates that tamper-resistant receptacles would add less than $70 to the cost of a new home’s electrical system.
